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Select your payment options, read through the Domain Registration Agreement and Universal Terms of 
Service and check both boxes in #3 if you agree. Click 'Checkout Now' to go to the final step. 
 
Enter your Credit Card data in the blanks. Review the charges. If everything is correct, click 'Checkout 
Now' and your order will be processed. When it is complete, you will be taken to an order confirmation 
page. You will also receive an email from GoDaddy at the email you entered below confirming your 
purchase. In that email is the information you will need to connect your new Domain Name to your 
hosting account (DNS numbers) so keep this email in a safe and accessible place. 
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
